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Set forth below are procedures to be followed by the AAP/PSP Division, a unit of the Association governed by the AAP Bylaws.

I. MEMBERSHIP.  Membership in the PSP Division shall be open to all AAP members.  The Division addresses issues of interest to publishers of books, journals and electronic products in technology, science, medicine, business, law, social sciences, humanities, scholarly reference and other scholarly and professional categories.

II. EXECUTIVE COUNCIL.  Except for those matters (e.g., assessments and assessment rates) for which a full membership vote is required, all activities of the PSP Division shall be governed by an Executive Council to consist of a minimum of 12 and maximum of 18 voting members, including a Chair and a Vice-Chair, elected by a majority vote of the members of the PSP Division present, in person or by proxy, at the PSP Division Annual Business Meeting.  The Council shall be broadly representative of the interests of the PSP Division regular (voting) membership.

III. NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS.  A nominating committee of three members shall be appointed each year by the Executive Council to nominate a Chair, a Vice-Chair and members of the Executive Council.  The nominating committee shall submit nominations to the Executive Council for majority approval prior to the PSP Division Annual Business Meeting.  

Each member of the Executive Council shall be elected for a three-year term (with two years as an option at the member’s discretion), commencing on the first day of the new fiscal year, subject to re-election.  The terms of service on the Executive Council shall be staggered to ensure continuity.

IV. CHAIR AND VICE-CHAIR. A Chair and Vice-Chair shall be elected to serve for one year, eligible for one additional year.  After his/her term of office has expired, the former Chair shall be invited to serve on the Executive Council for an additional year.

V. ALTERNATES.  Each member of the Executive Council may designate one specifically identified alternate representative who may attend Executive Council meetings by proxy in the absence of the regular Council member.  The alternate should be empowered to participate in discussions, exchange information and vote on behalf of the regular member.   

VI. REPLACEMENTS.  In the event that an Executive Council member is unable to complete the term of office, or if the representative member company no longer employs the member, or if the company is no longer an AAP/PSP Member, the nominating committee will recommend a member to fill such vacancy.  The Executive Council shall then, by a majority vote of those remaining, elect a successor to fill the unexpired term. 

VII. 
QUORUM.  A quorum consists of 50% of the voting PSP Executive Council membership in person, by phone, or by proxy. 

VIII.
RESPONSIBILITIES OF EXECUTIVE COUNCIL MEMBERS
1.  
Members of the PSP Executive Council shall attend, in person, by phone or by proxy, no fewer than 2/3 of the Council's regular meetings per calendar year.

Members of the PSP Executive Council and Standing Committee chairs shall participate in discussions and undertake assignments as specified in Executive Council meetings and shall broadly represent the interests of PSP Division member firms.
IX.
RESPONSIBILITIES OF EX OFFICIO AND STANDING COMMITTEES
    1. 
PSP Division Standing Committee chairs and ad hoc committee chairs shall be appointed by the Executive Council chair in consultation with the respective committee members. Standing Committee chairs shall be appointed for a two-year term, and may serve consecutive terms.

 

    2.  
Members of Standing Committees and ad hoc committees shall attend, in person, by phone or by proxy, no fewer than 2/3 of the scheduled meetings of their respective committees per calendar year.

 

    3.  
Standing Committee chairs and ad hoc committee chairs shall report, in person, by phone or in writing, on their respective committees' activities at no fewer than 2/3 of the regular meetings of the Executive Council per calendar year.

 

    4.  
Standing Committee chairs shall serve as ex-officio (nonvoting) members of the Executive Council.
