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Standing Committees Guidelines

Set forth below are procedures to be followed 

I. PSP DIVISION STANDING COMMITTEES.  Each PSP Division Standing Committee shall consist of a maximum of 25 voting members, including a Chair elected by a majority vote of the members of the committee and approved by the PSP Executive Council.  The Standing Committees shall be broadly representative of the interests of the PSP Division’s for-profit, non-profit and UP membership.  As of this writing the PSP Standing Committees are: The PSP Electronic Information Committee (EIC), the PSP Journals Committee, the PSP Books Committee, and the Public Issues Task Force.

II. MEMBERS.  A PSP Division member company representative is eligible to join a Standing Committee upon approval from his/her immediate supervisor.  Each member of the Standing Committee shall be elected to serve a three-year term on that committee (with two years as an option at the member’s discretion), commencing on the first day of the new fiscal year.  

III. CHAIRPERSON. A Chairperson shall be elected to serve for two years, eligible for no more than two additional years.  After his/her term of office has expired, the former Chairperson shall be invited to remain on the Standing Committee as a member.

IV. ALTERNATES.  Each member of the Standing Committee may designate an alternate representative from his/her organization who will attend meetings in his or her absence.  The alternate shall be empowered to participate in discussions, exchange information and vote on behalf of the regular member.   

V. REPLACEMENTS.  In the event that a Standing Committee member is unable to complete the term of office, or if the representative member company no longer employs the member, or if the company is no longer an AAP/PSP Member, the Standing Committee shall recommend another member of any PSP member company to fill such vacancy for the unexpired term.  The Standing Committees shall then, by a majority vote, elect a successor to fill the unexpired term. 

VI. RESPONSIBILITIES OF STANDING COMMITTEE MEMBERS
1. Attend not fewer than three (3) regular Standing Committee meetings during each fiscal year.

2. Participate in discussions and undertake assignments as specified in Standing Committee meetings and broadly represent the interest of PSP Division member firms.

VII.  EX OFFICIO Membership

During their elected terms the Chairpersons of the PSP Division Standing Committees shall be invited to attend Executive Council meetings as (ex officio) non-voting members and to participate in discussions and report on the activities of their committees.
